MISSIONS FAITH-PROMISE GIVING 
Our 2025 Missions Conference Grace at work provides us with the op-
portunity to renew our Faith-Promise commitments to missions, or to 
begin a pattern of regular giving toward missions work through APBC.  
Why do we utilize this model of giving? We believe it is God’s way. 

The Faith-Promise plan of missionary support giving usually works be-
yond expectations because it is based on the principles of God’s Word.  
Some of the principles are: 

 

FAITH 
You purpose in your heart to give because you 
have first surrendered yourself to Christ.  You 
promise in your heart to give an amount to missionaries at APBC, above 
and beyond your regular church giving, because you believe the amount 
would be a God-honoring proportion of your income that you prayerfully 
considered.  Then you are encouraged to trust God to meet this promise. 

 

REGULARITY 
A Faith-Promise involves a regular giving pattern to  the 
Lord’s work. We designate the first and second Sundays   
of every month as Missions giving weeks. The amounts 
that come in through your giving are then sent that month.  
 

SPIRITUALITY 
The amount you promise is a covenant or promise between you and 
God.  No one will ask you for it. This giving plan leads you to honor your 
responsibility before the Lord, and enables you to enter into the great 
blessings of His promises. “God is able to make all grace abound to you, 
so that having all sufficiency in all things at all times, you may abound 
in every good work.” 2 Cor.9:6
